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PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 
 
Gloucester County proposes to construct a two lane roadway to bypass the existing roadway 

network in the vicinity of Mullica Hill to alleviate existing traffic congestion and address 

existing safety concerns.  The 1.3 mile long bypass will consist mainly of a two lane road (one in 

each direction) and shoulders for a 44 foot wide pavement width.  No pedestrian or bicycle lane 

is proposed and no access to the bypass will be allowed other than at the connection points. 

The bypass is necessary to alleviate long standing traffic congestion problems and the route 

being pursued was chosen to minimize environmental impacts, minimize historical impacts, meet 

NJDOT and County design criteria, address as many existing safety problems as possible, all 

while anticipating future growth.  A separate Alternatives Analysis has been included as part of 

this application. 

The bypass will cross five tributaries in the watershed of Raccoon Creek.  Each tributary will be 

spanned by a three sided culvert or bridge.  No utilities will be constructed along with the 

roadway other than a possible electric line for street lights. 

A stormwater system will be constructed along with the roadway. The system is designed to 

meet NJDEP’s Stormwater Management Rule (NJAC 7:8).  The design consist of bio-swales, 

disconnect of impervious surfaces and detention basins.
