With the " rst nip of fall in the air, 
have you focused on indoor projects, 
such as renovating a room, " nishing 
a basement, or replacing plumbing or 
electrical " xtures?

Gl oba l  Warmi ng: How Can I 
Mak e a  Di f f e rence?

Using energy more ef" ciently is one of the easiest ways to help the environment 
by reducing the amount of carbon dioxide (CO2) emitted to the atmosphere. 
CO2 is a powerful greenhouse gas that has increased rapidly in recent years, 

causing warming of our atmosphere.
There are a number of things you can do to reduce the amount 

of carbon dioxide emitted on your behalf. This is known as your 
so-called carbon footprint. 

Home lighting uses approximately 22% of your total elec-
tricity. One of the easiest things that you can do to reduce your 
carbon footprint is to replace traditional incandescent light bulbs 
with compact ! uorescent lights (CFLs). 

CFLs use ~25% of the electricity of a traditional light bulb  
in which the majority is lost as heat. 
They have a much longer lifetime—about 10 times that of a traditional light bulb.  
An average household that changes to CFLs could save about 12% a year (~$200)  
on electricity.

Changing your traditional light bulbs to CFLs is an easy way for you to save both 
money and energy. This is just one of the ways that your actions can help make for a 
brighter future.—Luke Oman, Environmental Commission

Whether you can’t wait for the " rst ! ake of snow or the " rst breath of spring, you prob-
ably would agree that driving in winter is messy and hazardous. But we can all help our 
Public Works employees keep our streets and roads as clean as possible:

Please remember that parking is prohibited on township streets and roads when  
they are snow covered. The township has established that main roads will be 
plowed " rst. Once they are passable, developments will be plowed on a rotation 
basis. Please keep in mind that there may be times when our Public Works
employees will be able to salt only at stop signs, curves, and intersections. 
Please help them to help you. When digging out this winter, please avoid shovel- 
ing your driveway until the plow trucks have cleared the road. After the roads are 
cleared, do not throw or blow your snow into the streets, which causes a safety 
hazard and could result in an accident. Basketball standards located in front of 
your property must be turned inward or removed from the street when it snows 
for employees to plow streets properly. These standards damage equipment and 
prevent employees from plowing near the curb. If the standards are not moved, 
employees will be forced to leave a wide area of snow in front of your property.
